Assume that the classification will be maintained unless the dampers are placed

For closer distance (<200 mm), additional test in accordance with EN 1366-2 is

required.

Background(1): Figure 10 and 11 in EN 1366-2 do not provide adequate information on this topic
Background(2): When two dampers are separated by supporting construction and the distance
between the dampers is increased, the rule is solid. However, when the (soft)
seal is increased between the dampers without limitations, it might influence the

fire resistance and stability.

Proposal

Run one test with minimum distance and one test with maximum distance. Use this rule to get

the discrete distances in between.

The ‘unlimited increasing of seal’ shall not be allowed, therefore, a fire resistance test with a
maximum distance, determined by the Manufacturer, is required.
